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Key Knowledge about Mixed Media Art

Mixed media art is a pictorial form of art that combines
different materials in a single image to show elements of
shape, texture, tone and colour.

Because it involves mixing different creative mediumes,
mixed media art breaks the boundaries between different
art forms.

In many cases the mixed media approach helps to draw
attention to how very different parts come together to
create a complex representation.

Collage is one type of mixed media art and involves
combining different materials such as paper, fabric,
photographs, paint and drawings to create a new whole.
